Greetings to the Section of Region 3, 
 
The national economy may be a bit weak but ASCE is still a booming professional organization and business.  
ASCE currently has about 140,000 members and is operating on a 2008 budget of about $54 million.  While 
everyone is concerned about their dues please note that dues only account for about 28% of Society revenues.  
Sales of publications (about 2/3 overseas) generate about 30% of revenues and the rapidly growing area of 
continuing education generates about 17%.  Affinity programs (those sometime annoying solicitations for 
insurance and credit cards under the ASCE banner) also generates significant revenues that help hold down 
member dues.  Another anticipated long-term revenue source will be through various civil engineering 
certifications.  Currently the Water Resources Institute is the only group actively emphasizing specialty 
certification.  However, it appears the next unit to come on board may be a certification for geotechnical 
engineers under the Geo Institute.    
 
The mention of Institutes brings up another issue of growing importance to the Society.  The various Institutes 
are currently emphasizing better cooperation and affiliations with existing Section and Branch technical 
committees and technical groups.  If local groups have not yet been contacted by Institutes expect to hear from 
them soon.   
 
Also at the national level, one of the biggest tasks of the Board of Direction over the past couple of years has 
been the creation of and now the implementation of the Strategic Plan.  Detailed information on the plan and 
the strategic planning process is available on the ASCE web site.  Just point to Inside ASCE then point to 
Governing Documents and then click on Strategic Planning.  Currently the Strategic Planning Committee is 
working with national committees and staff to ensure the work of all entities follows the strategic plan.  This 
includes ensuring that activities being placed into the next budget will work toward meeting the goals of the 
plan.  The committee is also looking for new strategic issues that can be expected to bubble up as hot topics 
for the Society in the future.   

 
Moving down a step to the Region level the Region 3 Board of Governors met most recently on February 1 
and 2 in Chicago.  About a third of the meeting was devoted to Board education and discussions on the 
Strategic Plan and its impacts on Regions.  The Board has also taken on the task to update the Region web 
page.  Although a slow process the web site now includes links to all Region 3 Sections and Branches, links to 
Region officers plus all Region meeting minutes as well as Region governing documents.  At the February 
meeting the Board also chose candidates for Governor positions scheduled for election this fall.  Governor 
Steve Chizek was nominated for a full 3-year term to represent the Michigan Section.  Two candidates were 
interviewed for the Governor #5 position to represent the various Sections from North Dakota, Minnesota, 
Wisconsin and down state Illinois.  Both names were forwarded for the ballot but one candidate has now 
withdrawn leaving John Frauenhoffer as the sole name on the ballot this summer.  The Board also reviewed 
the biographical data of the 3 declared candidates to become the next ASCE national president.  Although the 
national Board will not select the 1 or 2 official nominees for the ballot until May 1st the Region Board did 
endorse Blaine Leonard of Utah for the position.  Looking toward the future the Board of Governors is looking 
to develop better relationships and services for the Sections and Branches.  This may include an annual 
meeting of the Region Board with an “assembly” of all Section and Branch Presidents.  The Board is also 
looking into greater emphasis on governmental relations among Sections and Branches including ideas such as 
more financial support to get more members to participate in events such as the legislative “fly in”.  The Board 
is also looking for ideas from members on how they can be better served.  Members are encouraged to offer 
input any member of the Board of Governors on topics of interest.   
 
To conclude, it continues to be a pleasure and an honor to serve the members of Region 3 on the ASCE 
national Board of Directors as well as various national committees.  Keep up the good work of the Sections.
