Jake hired me and was my
immediate supervisor. There are several things that | remember about Jake that | have
tried to emulate through my career. | would like to share a few with you.

1. You don’t have to have the best credentials on the wall you just have to be the best.
Jake taught me that clients can get past many things (youth, inexperience, etc.) as long as
they believe (and know) that you are doing your best for them. This is evidenced to them
by having done your homework and knowing your stuff when working for them. Be
proactive and learn what you need to know to best represent their interests.

2. Passion goes a long way in being convincing to others. Let your passion show when
you meet with the client or give presentations. This comes easy when you are doing
something you enjoy. It’s hard when doing something you dread. Find what you enjoy
and be good at it. Understand that life is not always doing the fun stuff so get over the
attitude and do a good job no matter what. Your clients, co-workers and boss will notice!

3. Pick your battles. The old saying of winning the battle and losing the war is true in
both business and personal relationships. Jake knew when to get mad (and let it show)
and when not to. In an argument, you may be right, but it might not be the right time to
let everyone know it. The Bible give good advice on this one in James 1:19,
“...Everyone should be quick to listen, slow to speak and slow to become angry...”. This
is good advice no matter what your religious persuasion.

4. Be professional. You are one so act like one. Whether you are with a client or alone
in the office, dress, act, and speak like a professional. This will serve you, your firm,
your clients, and your profession well.
