PRESIDENT’S REMARKS

This past summer | was able to be a chaperone for my church’s youth group annual
mission trip. This year we went to a very small town on the Gulf coast of Alabama.
This area has been hit extremely hard with hurricanes over the last five years
(specifically Ivan and Katrina). In addition to the damage caused by the storms, the
incidence of “contractors” scamming innocent folks who already are struggling to
make ends meet is rampant. Our group went down as part of a disaster relief
program that helped people with on-going repairs to homes and properties. This
area saw a 16-feet high storm surge with Katrina. Many properties have not yet
been repaired from Ivan. The median income in this area is $26,000/year. There are
many homes that are still, two years after Katrina, barely livable. We were able to
help an elderly couple with home repairs that included a new roof (to stop the
damaging leaks) and new flooring on the lower level that had been flooded. This
couple had recently been scammed out of $7,000 by a “contractor” who started the
work and then disappeared with the down payment.

One of the things that | love about this country is its citizens’ willingness to help those
in need. As a Civil Engineer, | see this as a responsibility and an obligation. Part of
the oath | took during the Order of the Engineer ceremony | attended when | received
by professional license from the State of Ohio, included the line, “When needed, my
skill and knowledge shall be given without reservation for the public good.” We all
have many opportunities to help. Sometimes that opportunity is as close as our next
door neighbor. Sometimes it involves traveling halfway around the world. | know
some of our members were involved in the Katrina aftermath work in the New
Orleans area. The Dayton Section has supported students and young engineers in
relief efforts in other areas of the world (stay tuned for information on a future
presentation on this work). The bottom line is we should all be looking for these
opportunities to help make our world a better place by using our talents and training
to help others. It isn't always easy and it often costs more than just money. Ever
seen the movie Pay it Forward? | would highly recommend it.

Speaking of helping, | thank all of you who are participating in the Annual ASCE UD
Student Chapter Golf Outing coming up on September 15", This fundraiser is a
great time and provides the Student Chapter with much needed funds to support
their programs.
