In an effort to ensure the performance of these critical 

systems, ASCE developed a set of guiding principles intended to inform all aspects of 

infrastructure development. Last December, the Society gathered experts, officials and other 

informed leaders to help refine the requirements for successful, safe, resilient, and sustainable 

critical infrastructure and begin developing implementation strategies. The resulting Guiding 

Principles for the Nation's Critical Infrastructure were presented by ASCE President-Elect Blaine 

D. Leonard during the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers' Infrastructure Systems Conference in 

Cleveland, July 20-24.

 As we start off the new class calendar year, we do so 
with the addition of a new geotechnical professor, Dr. Omer 
Bilgin.  Since moving from Turkey, where he earned his BS 
in civil engineering 17 years ago, Dr. Bilgin has gained tons 
of valuable experience in the geotechnical field.  First, he 
attended Oklahoma State University where he earned his 
Master’s degree in geotechnical engineering.  Then, shortly 
afterwards he moved to New York where he attained his 
PhD. from Cornell University.  After graduate school, Dr. Bilgin worked for the consulting firm 
CDM in Boston, Massachusetts and Exponent Failure Analysis Associates in Los Angeles, CA.  
While at these jobs he worked on numerous design, analysis, and forensic investigation projects 
for pipelines, tunnels, wastewater treatment plants, retaining structures, highways, and build-
ings.  After working at Exponent Failure Analysis Associates, Dr. Bilgin followed his true pas-
sion and started teaching at the University of Houston.  Even early on, Dr. Bilgin knew that all 
he wanted to do was to teach.  He enjoys the opportunity of getting to interact with the fresh, 
young challenging minds of college students and is excited about coming to teach here at the 
University of Dayton.

 Rather than spending my sum-
mer behind a desk, in the classroom, or 
on a construction site, I chose to travel 
to Cameroon, West Africa as part of 
UD’s Engineers in Technical and Hu-
manitarian Opportunities of Service-
Learning (ETHOS).  ETHOS has been 
around for almost 10 years at UD.  The 
program sends engineering students 
around the world to apply their skills in 
developing nations.  This past summer 
ETHOS students worked in Guatemala, 
Nicaragua, Peru, Bolivia, Togo, Camer-
oon, India,  Bangladesh, and the US. 
 Joining me in Cameroon were 
fellow civil engineering majors Brian Baker and Mark Ewalt, both of whom graduated in 
May.  We worked in the remote village of Boa Bakundu on a water supply project.  Our 
main task was to connect the spring water source to two large storage tanks.  Over the 
course of two months we surveyed, purchased materials, dug trenches, laid pipe, 
backfilled, and tested the pipeline.  It was amazing to witness the 2.2 km pipeline come 
together with no power equipment at all.  Everything was completed by manual labor.  
At the end of the summer, we had completed our section of the project.  Boa Bakundu, 
a village of 5000, now has access to an adequate supply of clean drinking water for the 
first time in their history. 

 But ETHOS is about more than 
just completing projects.  Our lengthy 
stay in Boa Bakundu allowed us to com-
pletely immerse ourselves in village life.  
We attended funerals, graduations, mar-
ket days, and celebrations.  The village 
even let the “whites” play football (aka 
soccer) for a team in a village-wide tour-
nament.  I made plenty of friends who 
felt like brothers and sisters by the time 
they forced us to come home.   Every-
one we met was extremely friendly and 
hardworking.  The experience gave me 
an entirely new view on the world and 
the everyday conveniences I take for 
granted here in the US.

 As the school year came to a close in May 
of 2009, many UD students prepared to leave the 
comforts of the student neighborhood and travel to 
far away locations such as Cameroon and Guate-
mala. Others traveled to more luxurious locations 
such as Daytona Beach, Fl. However, the summer 
plans for a select group of civil engineering stu-
dents would lead them back to where many of their 
UD careers started; Stuart Hall. 
 Six members of the CEE department were 
lucky enough to acquire a co-op position with Fer-
guson Construction Company, headquartered in 
Sidney, OH.  Major renovation of Stuart Hall began 
Monday, May 4th immediately following finals 
week.  The $15.2 Million renovation will be completed in two phases. The first phase ($12.5 Million) 
included work in all of the dormitory rooms and bathrooms, while next years work includes the first 
floor/lobby area.  Highlights of the renovation include the installation of air conditioning in each 
dorm room, newly designed bathrooms, new lounges on every floor, and an overall facelift to the 
building.  In addition, the mechanical, electrical, and fire suppression systems have been upgraded 
to comply with today’s code. 

 Due to the time crunch of the project, crews 
worked two shifts during the week to ensure success-
ful completion of the renovation.
