General Information

Civil Engineering achievement within the San Diego Section area is recognized annually by the selection of "Outstanding Civil Engineering Projects." The basis for the awards is an engineering project that demonstrates the greatest engineering skills and represents the greatest contribution to civil engineering progress and mankind.

The awards are given for projects, not to individuals or firms, to recognize the many engineers who have contributed to the projects. However the Civil Engineer of Record and the Owner must be noted in the application. A separate award category exists for individuals. If you would like to nominate an individual, see the “Individual Nomination Form”.
Judging is done by a jury comprised of Past Presidents of the Section, Life Members, individuals selected by the Section Vice President, and/or Executive Section Board members.

The Awards are made by action of the Section Executive Board upon recommendation of the jury. Any recommendation to the Board must be supported by a majority vote of the jury.

The Executive Section Board determines eligibility of projects other than those fitting the specific categories as listed in the “Project Categories and Qualifications” section.
Awards recognizing the outstanding achievement are given by the Section for indoor display. The Section will provide two identical awards for each winning project: one for the Owner and one for the designated firm/agency.  Additional awards may be purchased upon request and will be delivered after the awards event in June 2017.
In addition to the winning projects, the jury may select additional outstanding accomplishments for recognition.

Eligibility

1. The awards are made for engineering projects where the majority of the project work falls into the general category of civil engineering.

2. Only engineering and construction projects within San Diego and Imperial Counties are eligible.

3. No project will be reconsidered after having received an award from the ASCE San Diego Section.

4. Project must be completed during Calendar Year 2016 (see “Project Categories and Qualifications” section for specific definitions of “complete” for each project type).

Submittal
1. The Nomination Form should be downloaded and completed electronically with all required information. 
2. The completed Nomination Form must be submitted electronically. The completed form can be e-mailed to the contact person at the address noted on Page 1 of this document.  If a paper copy of the form is filled out, it should be scanned to a “.pdf” or a “.jpg” file and sent by e-mail, or copied onto a flash drive, and sent to the regular mail address noted on Page 1 of this document.  Flash drives will not be returned.  Submittals may be emailed to asce.sd@gmail.com.  The maximum file size for the email is 10 MB.  Separate emails may be required for photos. When submitting your Nomination Form and photos by email, please put the Category and Project name in the subject line. If more than one email is sent for the same nomination, please differentiate the emails by number (Example: Energy Project, Super Awesome Energy 1). 
3. Project photos should be included in both hard copy and digital formats. For digital submittal, use “.jpg” format only and limit the size to 2 MB each. Please place files in a separate directory on flash drive.  Please submit a minimum of 3 but no more than 10 photos.  The file name for the photos should be in the following format:  filename = projectname_1.jpg, etc.
Project Categories and Qualifications
One project will be selected as “Project of the Year” from all categories, recognizing the project that best exemplifies Civil Engineering achievement that year. Projects will be selected as the Outstanding Project for categories for which the awards committee determines the project achieves such status..  Awards of Excellence and Merit may be selected to recognize notable achievement in any of the categories.  Projects will be grouped into the categories listed below.  Specific definitions of “complete” for each project type are described below.
Sustainable Technology Project – Projects that balance economic, environmental and community interests and meet current needs without compromising the ability to meet future needs.  Eligible when completed/operational.
Architectural Engineering Project – Projects that deal primarily with integrated design, construction and operation of facilities in the built environment - structures, mechanical systems (HVAC), electrical/lighting systems, building envelope, and indoor environment for buildings, in contrast to heavy construction such as bridges.  Eligible when completed/operational or occupancy is approved.

Water Quality, Flood Control, and Drainage Facilities – Projects including detention facilities, channel improvements, conduits, and levees.  Eligible when civil engineering construction is completed and facility is fully operational.


Water or Wastewater Treatment Facilities – Projects including collection, storage or distribution of water or wastewater. Any portion may be eligible in its completion year, but the portion will be considered on its merits, rather than as representing the overall project. Where only additional units, similar to those already functional, remain to be completed, the entire project may be considered for an award when it is 50 percent operational in its initial stage.  Upgrades are eligible when the new facilities become fully operational.

Energy Project – Projects that include power plants, pipelines, and transmission stations. Eligible when power is energized or facilities become operational.

Highways and Roads - Any portion in use may be eligible in the competition on its own merit. The entire road may be entered for the year's award when it is operational.

Rail and Mass Transit Facilities – Projects including freight or passenger mass transit, and people movers. Eligible when operational. (Time of dedication or final completion is not important.)


Bridges – Projects are eligible only when carrying traffic. Time of dedication or final completion is not important.


Environmental Engineering Project - Projects including remediation, solid waste disposal/recycling, habitat enhancement and restoration.  Eligible when completed/operational.

Geotechnical Engineering Project - Projects including site restoration, innovative use of materials, geotechnical solutions. Projects are eligible when completed/operational.
Urban Design and Beautification Project - Projects are eligible when completed/operational.
Land Development Projects – Projects include: (A) Residential, (B) Commercial/industrial, (C) Public facilities, and (D) Recreational/tourist. Eligible after the first phase of development is judged operational.


Airport and Port Facilities – Projects are eligible when a structure or a feature (such as major buildings or runways) is operational. However, such structures or features must stand on their own in the competition, with no consideration for the overall project. The entire project may be considered for an award when it is judged to be 75 percent operational in its initial stage.


Dams and Reservoirs – Projects are eligible when the major civil engineering construction is completed and the structure can take the design head of water.
