HISTORY & HERITAGE

"If there is a heaven for civil engineers, Brigadier General Egbert Ludovicus Viele is therecursing his ill-
deserved obscurity and hislifelong rival Frederick Law Olmsted.”

So begins the article titled Soldier of Misfortunein the January/February issue of the now defunct New York
Alive.General Viele was a native of Saratoga County, West Point Class of 1847, Texas Indian War and Civil War
Veteran.

But civic improvements were his forte. In New York City from 1853 on he was responsible for many of the
city's infrastructure improvements. He was proponent of drainage and sanitation schemes, mass transit and the
development of the "Transvaal of New Y ork," today's Upper West Side.

He considered himself to be the "real” designer of Central Park. In 1853 he had the 840 acres of wasteland
surveyed, mapped and a development plan drawn up. In 1856 his plan was informally adopted and construction
started with him in charge as Chief Engineer. Politics got in the way and an English-born architect, Calvert Vaux,
and his partner Frederick Olmsted wrested the project away from Viele.

In 1876 Viele used his influence with the Sewer Department to see that Upper West Side received $300,000
worth of sewers.

As Parks Commissioner from 1880 to 1884 he was responsible for placing the first of many patriotic statues
along Riverside Drive, a life-size statue of George Washington found in storage. It had been purchased during the
Tweed era but never erected.

The Genera died in 1902 and is buried in West Point's Old Cadet Cemetery in a 31-foot high granite pyramid,
with bronze doors flanked by pairs of ornate Egyptian columns and carved sphinxes.
