Inspectors that pass the exam with a score of 75% 
or higher will be an inspector registered and 
qualified to perform inspections for all MS4’s within 
the State.

Must print and bring to the Class the Student 
Manual found on the SWAC website at 
www.swac.utah.gov, previous field experience 
should include various types of sites (i.e. 
commercial, residential, or linear), minimum 
education requirement is a high school diploma or 
GED, Documented inspections – conduct or 
oversee a minimum of 20 inspections in a 2 year 
period, Must be familiar with the current 
construction general permit (CGP).�
