DINNER PRESENTATION:

ECI Rail Constructors was the general contractor for this
project to lower the tracks to allow for double-stack
freight containers and auto-racks on the New England
Central Railroad. This improvement will benefit many
of the local and regional railroads as well as reduce truck
traffic on Vermont s interstate highways. The work
involved lowering the bottom of the tunnel by over two
feet. This comes after two previous clearance projectsin
the 1950 sand 1970 s.

The $2.5M project involved track work, underpinning
(soldier pile & lagging with cross braces), shotcrete
work, controlled blasting, retaining wall construction,
and utility relocations. The 12-month-long project was
scheduled with two daily work windows between 4:30
am and noon and again from 12:30 to 5:30 pm. This
allowed the railroad to continue their operations. The
final excavation to the design track profile was done
during a 24-hour work blitz that lasted 3 days. An
article on the project was featured in the October 07
issue of Civil Engineering Magazine.

This presentation will include an overview of the project
with highlights of the technical issues that were
encountered by the project team.

The Senate Environment and Public Works Committee
approved a bill this week that would make sweeping
changes in the production and consumption of carbon-
based energy in the United States. The hill, S. 2191,
approved 11-8, with 10 Democrats and Sen. John
Warner (R-VA) voting for the bill. Warner is sponsoring
the legidation with Sen. Joseph Lieberman (I-CT).

The bill would cap emissions of greenhouse gases from
power plants, manufacturers, petroleum refiners and
other sectors of the economy. The bill would reduce total
domestic greenhouse-gas emissions by 18 to 25 percent
below 2005 levels in 2020, and by 62 to 66 percent in
2050, according to an analysis by environmental groups.
It would set up a market-based emissions trading
program for companies to meet the cap.
