1. CSCE will determine the number and dollar amount of awards. The minimum award will be $500.

2. CSCE will review all applications considering each applicant's interest in engineering or construction by reviewing the grades,
extracurricular activities, employment experience and essay.

3. Scholarship funds will be distributed to the recipients as a one-time (lump sum) payment to be applied to expenses related to
pursuing higher education.

4. All scholarship recipients will be announced on or near April 1t of each year (or as revised on the CSCE website).
